Start by looking at something from pupils’ own experience that relates to
the life of the religious figure, so they can understand motivation, eg an important moment in my life .Complete a fortune line activity on the key events in the life of Jesus
• Sequence the key events of his life and on the fortune line plot how Jesus would have felt at each stage/how he would have reacted to the events. During plenary discuss pupils choices, they have to justify why they placed the events in the order they did.



	· Have an clear understanding about who Jesus was and the chronology of his life

· Discuss the feelings and reactions of Jesus at key points of his life to gain insight into his motivation

· Have the opportunity to personally engage with the story and character of Jesus as a founding figure

	· Thinking skills activity: Sorting and classifying. Have pictures of various contemporary leaders and celebrities and match the picture with a description of their achievements. Pupils chose their favourite celebrity or one they admire most and justify their choice.

· Have a word bank of key words to describe the attributes of good leaders, ask the pupils to add three more. Display the completed word bank on OHT

· Look at examples of the leadership style of Jesus by giving out a sheet of key quotations – what type of leader was Jesus, spot similarities and differences between the leadership style of Jesus and the word bank list

· Plenary : Why did people follow Jesus? Would he have been a celebrity today?

Link to future learning, if he would not have been a celebrity today, why did people follow him in his own time – sets up work on miracles and parables
